Non-food items needed are nappies, wet
wipes for babies, beanies, scarves and gloves.

Please note that this year Nagle do not require blankets,
socks, flour, rice or pasta as we they have a good supply of
all of those items and storage is an issue.

There are baskets at the back of the church for each weekend
of the Appeal, where you may place non-cash donations.
